Clir Wisemanreportedthat he, Clir Cumminsand the Clerk had attendedKDC PlanningDepartmentOs
Information Briefing SessionHe saidthat the afternoonhad beenusefuland notedin particularthe changes
to KerrierOsuleswhich now allow a ParishCouncilto makea written reques{giving planningreasonsjor a
Planning Application to be decided by the full Planning Committee rather than under Delegated Powers.

CliIr Justreportedthat he had attendedthe recentPartnersand CommunitiesTogether(PACT) meetingin
Helston. This initiative, which is the result of a directive from Central Governmentto all governmental
departmentshasbeenembracedy the Devonand Cornwall Police Authority. However,it doesnot mean
thattherewill be extraresourcesavailableto rural policing. Despitethis, the meetingin Helstonhad been
largely concernedvith police matters.InspectorEccleshad confirmedthat the Police would listen to what
local peoplewant from the Forceand that, to this end, Community Police Officers had beentaskedwith
attending Parish Council meetings on a minimum of four occasions during the year.

Clir JustshowedCouncillorsthe first draft copy of Constantine(arishPlansandsaidthatthe final version
shouldbe availablefor Councillorsto endorseat the next meeting.Clir Justdrew members@ttentionto the
first initiative emanatingrom theseParishPlans,that of Ogreening@onstantineHe saidthat the first step
(which is alreadyunderway)is to audit the energyusedin public buildings throughoutthe Parish.He
foresawthat, with the useof small scalehydro-electricschemesandlargerwindmills, the Parishmight one
day become energy self-sufficient.
